States used for any purpose
Full faith and credit clause

Interstate compact


Agreements states enter into with foreign nations

Extradition


The Governor ask for criminals be brought back to the state they caused a crime in. 

Categorical grant


Funds given to state with conditions attached

Concurrent powers


Powers used by the federal and states government

Cooperative Federalism


An increase in cooperation between federal and states
Delegated, expressed, enumerated powers


Powers only in the Constitution on the Federal government

Dual federalism


Outlined and separated the powers of the federal and state government
Elastic Clause


Used in the Implied powers to make the constitution work

Implied Powers


Are powers not clearly states in the constitution 
Delegated Powers


Coin money, declare war, raise an army
Reserved Powers


Powers only for the states

Obligations of the Federal government to the states

Protection against attacks, representative form of government, recognition of state’s boundaries
