How many years can a President serve in office?  No more than 10 years
As of January 20, 2001, the President receives a yearly salary of what?—$400,000
What are the ways that presidential disability is determined?---- The Vice President and cabinet inform congress in writing. 
How are State's presidential electors chosen in the general election?----  By popular vote
During the nomination process, where is the political battles most likely to occur?----- In the primaries with the party out of power
What are the arguments for direct popular election of the President?--- The people can vote directly giving more power to the voters. 
What is the first session of the national convention generally devoted to?---- They love to give speeches 

What are the reforms of the Electoral College?--- District plan, proportional, and direct vote.
How is the President elected?---By a body of Electors
What is the Presidential Succession Act?--- Order of succession to the President after the Vice President. 
What is the least number of presidential electors a State can have?  Three

What ways can the President use armed forces abroad?—At his discretion 
What are the ways the President can exercise judicial power?​​​----- Reduce length of sentence, postponing the carry out of a sentence, and granting amnesty to a group of law violators.
What is the debate over the powers of the presidency?--- supporters of a strong presidency and supporters of a weak presidency
 President removal of an official.---- He may remove any officeholders he or she has appointed.
What gives the President the power to issue executive orders?--- Congressional Acts and the Constitution
What are the reasons for the growth of executive power?---- Mass media expansion,  nation’s complex economic life,  and passage of 1000’s of laws by congress
What is the difference between a treaty and an executive agreement?---Treaties needs Senate approval and executive agreement does not 
What are the sequences of events in the appointment process?-- President appoints with Senate approval
What does the ordinance power give the President the right to do?----The right to administer the law 
What President has taken a narrow view of presidential powers?--- William Howard Taft
When does the President have the power to make executive agreements?--- All the time needed and without congress approval 
CHAPTER 15
 Define Bureaucrat.--- Person working for the organization, has certain defined duties
Define Executive Office of the President.--- The nerve center for the white house .  To help the President carry out his duties as chief executive 
Define patronage.--- The power to control appointments through privileges given.
Give examples of independent executive agencies.--- Peace Corps, Environmental Protection Agency, and National Aeronautics and Space Administration 
What is the Pendleton Act?—The first reform that laid the foundation for the present civil service system 
Federal employees are permitted to do what?--- Hold office in a political party.
Explain the administrative units in the government?—Inconsistently called agencies, administrations, commissions.
What are criteria for a President when choosing a Cabinet member?—Party affiliation, qualifications and experience, and role in presidential election campaign
Explain the civil service system.--- Federal employees would be promoted based on merit.
What is the purpose of the National Security Council?--- It is to advise the President on all domestic, foreign, and military aspects of the nation’s security 
Explain the principles upon which all bureaucracies are organized?--- Formal rule, hierarchical authority, and job specialization.
